This webinar will review the latest developments in NIMH-sponsored research
including the recently announced Accelerating Medicines Partnership (AMP)
Schizophrenia, a public-private partnership to advance the understanding of the
risk factors for developing schizophrenia and promising new avenues for
treatment.

She was the first woman to become Chair of the
Department of Psychiatry of Duke University. A prolific author with over 280
scientific publications, she has received national and international recognition for
her innovations in the treatment of schizophrenia and depression.
